SECTION .0100 - GOOD FAITH EFFORTS 

 

01 NCAC 30I .0101 POLICY 

Each public entity which places a public construction project out for bid and which is subject to G.S. 143-128.2 shall 

require bidders to undertake good faith efforts to recruit minority business participation in the project. Bidders must 

earn at least 50 points from the good faith efforts listed in Rule .0102, or comply with the requirements of G.S. 143-

128.2 (c)(1)(a), in order for their bids to be considered responsive. Notwithstanding this Rule, the public entity may 

require that additional good faith efforts be taken, as indicated in its bid specifications.
