SUBCHAPTER 43G - AGRICULTURAL FAIRS

02 NCAC 43G .0101 CLASSIFICATION OF FAIRS
Fairs shall be classified in two categories and shall be known as:

1) non-commercial community fairs; or

2) commercial agricultural fairs.
A non-commercial community fair is one at which no admission fee is charged and which is not operated for profit
but is operated by a bona fide non-profit organization and at which no traveling shows, rides or games are
conducted. All fairs which do not come within this definition are classified as commercial agricultural fairs.
