
02 NCAC 48C .0105 PROHIBITED SALES 

The sale of any seed which contain any of the weed seeds or tubers listed in this Rule in excess of the stated limitation per 

pound of crop seed is prohibited: 

(1) two Purple Nutsedge or Yellow Nutsedge tubers; 

(2) four Spurred Anoda, Cocklebur, Sandbur, Sicklepod, Blessed Thistle, Velvetleaf, Wild Onion or Wild 

Garlic (in small grains or larger seeds); 

(3) eight Morning-glory; 

(4) 10 Corn Cockle; 

(5) 12 Wild Radish; 

(6) 27 Bermudagrass, Field Bindweed, Hedge Bindweed, Cornflower, Purple Nutsedge, Yellow Nutsedge, 

Texas Panicum, Canada Thistle or Wild Onion or Wild Garlic (in grasses and small seeded legumes); 

(7) 54 Broadleaf Dock, Curly Dock, Dodder, Giant Foxtail, Horsenettle, Wild Mustard et al, Bracted 

Plantain, Buckhorn Plantain or Quackgrass.
