
02 NCAC 52C .0103 RECORDS REQUIREMENTS FOR LIVESTOCK DEALERS 

(a)  In order to cooperate with the United States Department of Agriculture in the control and eradication of brucellosis, 

all livestock dealers licensed under the Livestock Dealer Licensing Act shall keep records for two years of all transactions 

involving livestock and permit any authorized agent of the Commissioner of Agriculture to have access to and copy all 

records relating to such transactions. 

(b)  The records required to be kept in (a) of this Rule shall consist of the approximate age, breed and species of the 

livestock, the date of sale, and the name and address of persons from whom and to whom livestock are sold and traded.
