02 NCAC 52E .0303 PERMITS TO REMOVE ANIMALS

The issuance of a written permit by the State Veterinarian or his authorized representative to remove animals for any
purpose other than immediate slaughter from a "buying station" of a slaughterhouse or similar business, not operating
under a public livestock market permit, is contingent upon the animals in question being moved to an isolated location
and maintained under quarantine until it can be determined that they will not serve as a source of disease capable of being
spread to other animals.
