(b) A request to make an oral presentation must contain a brief summary of the individual's views with respect
thereto, and a statement of the length of time the individual intends to speak. Presentations may not exceed 10
minutes unless, upon request, either before or at the hearing, the secretary grants an extension of time, for good
reason.
(c) Upon receipt of the request to make an oral presentation the secretary will acknowledge receipt of the request,
and inform the person requesting of the imposition of any limitations deemed necessary to the end of a full and
effective public hearing on the proposed rule.
