(@) Unless the applicant has met his various burdens of proof, the secretary shall not make his required findings.

(b) All findings shall be in writing and where adverse findings are made, they shall specifically indicate in detail
which elements of proof were weak, the required conclusions which could not be made, and any suggestions for
amending the application.
