07 NCAC 14B .0504 ANIMALS AT LARGE

A person shall not cause or permit any animal owned by him or her, in his or her custody, or under his or her control
to enter the perimeter fence of the Zoo, except as permitted by applicable federal and state law for service animals
assisting individuals with disabilities. All animals on Zoo property outside of the perimeter fence must be leashed,
harnessed, or otherwise controlled by the person in custody of the animal. Animals found at large may be seized and
disposed of as provided by law covering disposal of stray animals on public property.
