08 NCAC 03 .0201 FILING COMPLAINTS AGAINST A PRECINCT OFFICIAL

(@) Any voter may file with the chair of the county board of elections a complaint against any precinct election
official appointed pursuant to G.S. 163-41. The complaint shall be made in writing, signed and sworn under oath or
affirmation, and shall include the information required by Rule .0101 of this Chapter. The complaint may be made
on the form available on the State Board's website.

(b) Following the receipt of a complaint against a precinct official, the county board of elections shall conduct a
hearing in the same manner as set forth in Section .0100 of this Chapter.
