
10A NCAC 05C .0303 DIRECT SERVICE DELIVERY BY AN AAA 

An area agency shall not deliver services directly unless it receives approval from the Division of Aging.  An area 

agency proposing to deliver services for the aging directly shall notify the Division of Aging of its desire to do so by 

letter before submission of the area plan.  The Division shall notify the area agency of its approval or disapproval by 

letter.  The area plan subsequently submitted shall reflect the Division of Aging decision, including a description of how 

the area agency will deliver services directly if the division decides favorably on the request.  If Division of Aging 

approval for direct delivery of services is granted, the AAA shall maintain such approval on file.
