
10A NCAC 05D .0202 MATCHING FUNDS 

(a)  When a grantee requests Older Americans Act funds, or other Division administered funds, the grantee shall have on 

deposit the non-federal cash amount required to match the federal or state funds being specifically requested at the time 

the request is received, less any matching funds or in-kind provided by the State.  In-kind used by the grantee as match 

shall also be documented at the time the requested funds are received. 

(b)  The matching requirements for state funded programs is at least 50 percent cash, with the remainder as eligible 

in-kind or cash or any combination thereof.
