10A NCAC 05E .0110 TESTIMONY: WITNESSES

All oral testimony at the hearing shall be under oath or affirmation and shall be recorded. Any party may be a witness
and present witnesses on the party's behalf at the hearing. When in his determination it is necessary, the Hearing Officer
may exclude witnesses from the hearing room so that they cannot hear the testimony of other witnesses.
