10ANCAC 06R .0510 DAY CARE PROGRAMS IN MULTI-USE FACILITIES
Adult day care programs established in buildings which are used at the same time for other activities must adhere to the
following guidelines:

1) The day care program must be self-contained with its own staff and separate area.

2) Participation is open only to persons enrolled in the program and to visitors on a planned basis.
Depending on the nature of the other activities in the building, it may or may not be appropriate for
day care participants to share in them on a planned basis. Such involvement must be as part of the day
care program plan and must be supervised by a day care staff member. (Examples of appropriate
involvement might include senior center crafts and social events and lunch at a congregate meal site.)
