10A NCAC 10 .0906 SUPPORT FOR CHILD PROTECTIVE AND CHILD WELFARE SERVICES

(a) The Subsidized Child Care Assistance Program shall provide assistance to enable a child to remain in his or her
own home while receiving child protective services. The child shall not receive assistance unless he or she is
receiving protective services through the local department of social services pursuant to G.S. 7B.

(b) The Subsidized Child Care Assistance Program shall provide assistance to children receiving Child Welfare
Services. Child Welfare Services shall mean the protection of a child from abuse, neglect, or dependency or the
provision of a safe permanent home for a child as described in G.S. 7B-101; G.S. 7B-300; G.S. 48-1-101; G.S.
108A-14 (11) and (12); G.S. 108A-48; 10A NCAC 70A; or 10A NCAC 70B.

(c) The provisions of this Rule shall not apply to children living in a foster care arrangement.
