The owner of the premises from which services are offered including the name and address of the
owner of the premises if different from the owner of the facility;

If the facility is operated under a management contract, the name and address of the building's
management company;

A description of the arrangements that have been made for the disposal of pathological waste,
products of conception, and sharps, and the name and address of the provider of such services if
not performed by the facility;

The name, specialty, board certifications, and medical license number of the Medical Director;
The name, specialty, board certifications, and medical license humber of each member of the
medical staff;

The name, nursing certificate number, and renewal number of the Director of Nursing;

The name, nursing certificate number, and renewal number of each nursing staff member; and

The name of the consulting pathologist, the name of the consulting pathologist's laboratory, and
the address of the laboratory.

(d) After construction requirements in 10A NCAC 13S .0200 have been met and the application for licensure has
been received and approved, the Division shall conduct an on-site, licensure survey.
