SUBCHAPTER 22A – IDENTIFYING INFORMATION 

 

10A NCAC 22A .0101 SCOPE 

The Division of Health Benefits shall administer and supervise the administration of medical services under Title 

XIX of the Social Security Act, commonly referred to as Medicaid. A fiscal agent, under contract to the Department 

of Health and Human Services, shall process claims for medical services, and conduct utilization control activities. 

Payment of claims shall be made to the providers. Notwithstanding any other rules in this Chapter, no services shall 

be covered for which funds have not been allocated by the General Assembly.
