ENTRY

An inspection shall be carried out by an inspector.  Any such inspector, upon:

(1)
stating his purpose;

(2)
presenting to the owner, operator or agent in charge of the premises to be inspected appropriate credentials; and

(3)
receiving informed consent, shall have the right to enter such premises and conduct inspections at reasonable times and in a reasonable manner.

If entry to inspect premises is denied an inspector by a registrant or an applicant for registration, a written notice of inspection as described in Rule .0506 of this Section shall be obtained and executed.
