
10A NCAC 27A .0214 TREATMENT ALTERNATIVES FOR WOMEN 

(a)  The Division shall administer a program to provide comprehensive services to substance abusing pregnant women or 

substance abusing women with dependent children. 

(b)  Services may include primary medical, prenatal and pediatric care immunization, child care, transportation, gender 

specific substance abuse treatment and therapeutic intervention for children that address their developmental needs. 

(c)  Funds shall be used for the provision of services in accordance with the special conditions in the Memorandum of 

Agreement or Summary of Significant Federal Requirements. 

(d)  Funds shall be awarded, paid and settled in accordance with the Annual Memorandum of Agreement.
