SECTION .3700 - DAY TREATMENT FACILITIES FOR INDIVIDUALS WITH SUBSTANCE
ABUSE DISORDERS

10A NCAC 27G .3701 SCOPE

(a) Day treatment facilities provide services in a group setting for individuals who need more structured treatment
for substance abuse than that provided by outpatient treatment, and may serve as an alternative to a 24-hour
treatment program.

(b) Day treatment services shall have structured programs, which may include individual, group, and family
counseling, recreational therapy, peer groups, substance abuse education, life skills education, and continuing care
planning.
