
SECTION .0600 - VOLUNTARY ADMISSION OF ADULTS WHO ARE NOT OTHERWISE 

ADMISSIBLE AS CLIENTS TO DESIGNATED RESEARCH FACILITIES IN REGIONAL 

PSYCHIATRIC HOSPITALS 

 

10A NCAC 28F .0601 SCOPE 

The rules in this Section establish standard procedures and uniform criteria for voluntary admissions of adults to 

regional psychiatric hospitals designated as research facilities within the provisions of Part I of Article 5 of Chapter 

122C of the General Statutes. These individuals would not otherwise be admissible as clients under G.S. 122C-211 

because of an absence of mental illness. Their reason for being admitted is to serve in approved research projects.
