The resident requests discharge and the resident is not a minor or judicially declared incompetent;
The resident's parent or guardian requests discharge and the resident is a minor;

The resident's guardian requests discharge and the resident has been judicially declared
incompetent;

The director of the mental retardation center determines that it is not in the best interest of the
resident or the center for the resident to be retained at the center; and

When the term of a planned contractual agreement with the resident, the resident's parent, the
resident's guardian, or the person standing in loco parentis to the resident has expired and
agreement has not been reached on a new contract.
