
10A NCAC 28G .0104 ADMISSION TO THE PROGRAM 

(a)  A parent, guardian or person standing in loco parentis of a child recommended by the regional placement 

committee or transferred by the Secretary of Health and Human Services shall request voluntary admission of the 

child to the program. 

(b)  The program shall have admission forms available. 

(c)  Upon completion of the diagnostic evaluation, recommendation by the regional placement committee, approval 

by the Division director, and the availability of space, the child shall be admitted in accordance with the provisions 

of Article 4, Chapter 122C of the North Carolina General Statutes.
