10A NCAC 41B .0406 RESTRICTED USE OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES

(&) When not being used, all alcoholic beverages shall be stored in a safe place, if possible under lock and key.

(b) Alcoholic beverages procured for use in a controlled-drinking program shall be used only for this purpose. Malt
beverages, unfortified wine, fortified wine or spirituous liquor shall not be given or otherwise administered to
anyone under 21 years of age.

(c) Any person, agency, or institution conducting a controlled-drinking program is authorized to store such
quantities of alcoholic beverages as may be required for the conduct of the program.
