
SECTION .0300 - BIRTH REGISTRATION 

 

10A NCAC 41H .0301 GENERAL REQUIREMENTS 

In addition to the requirements specified in 10A NCAC 41H .0104, no birth certificate shall be considered complete, 

correct, and acceptable for registration: 

(1) that does not have the certifier's name typed or printed legibly under his signature, 

(2) that does not supply all items of information called for thereon or satisfactorily account for their 

omission, and 

(3) that contains any data relative to the putative father of a child born out of wedlock unless it is 

accompanied by the written consent of both parents under oath or a certified copy of a decree 

determining paternity.
