
10A NCAC 41H .0802 OUT-OF-STATE COURT ORDERS 

If the court order originates in another state and the name has not been previously changed by court order, the 

change shall be made in the same manner as those originating in North Carolina. If the name has been previously 

changed by court order, the statutory authority for the second change from the other state shall be required.
