
SECTION .0300 - SELECTION OF LOCAL WIC AGENCIES 

 

10A NCAC 43D .0301 INITIAL APPLICATION 

(a)  Any local agency interested in applying for a WIC program grant shall, upon request to the state agency, be sent 

an information package to facilitate the application process. 

(b)  If the application is submitted but is incomplete, the state agency shall notify the applicant of the additional 

information required within fifteen days of receipt of the application. 

(c)  The state agency shall send notice of approval or denial of the application within thirty days of receipt of a 

complete application. The applicant will be informed as to whether funds are available to expand WIC program 

services. 

(d)  If the application is approved, a written agreement will be executed. 

(e)  If the application is denied, the applicant may appeal the decision according to Section .0800 of this Subchapter.
