(@) A provider shall be disqualified from all Department payment programs upon disqualification from Medicaid,
Medicare, or the Child Health Services Block Grant Program (Title V of the Social Security Act).

(b) The period of disqualification shall be equal to the period specified by the federal government for
disqualification from Medicaid, Medicare, or the Child Health Services Block Grant Program (Title V of the Social
Security Act).

(c) Written notification of disqualification from Department payment programs shall be given to the provider. The
notification shall inform the provider of the provider's right to appeal the disqualification.

(d) Authorizations for services provided prior to the date of disqualification from Department programs shall be
honored by the Department. Authorizations for services which have not been provided prior to disqualification shall
be cancelled unless the provider has made a financial commitment based upon the authorization.
