
10A NCAC 63C .0402 POLICY 

(a)  Every operator or licensee or the ECBV has the right to present a problem or appeal free from interference, 

restraint, coercion, discrimination, or reprisal. This Rule shall be covered fully during orientation procedures for new 

operators or licensees. 

(b)  When presenting an appeal, an operator or licensee or the ECBV may be accompanied by a person or persons of 

his or her choice.
