10A NCAC 70C .0103 REQUEST FOR SERVICE IN NORTH CAROLINA

(a) Upon receipt of an out-of-state request to send a child to North Carolina, the Children's Services Section shall
determine if any of the North Carolina interstate laws apply. If the laws do not apply, the request will be forwarded.
(b) If any of the laws do apply, the Children's Services Section shall review for adequacy of information submitted,
shall make appropriate suggestions, and shall forward the request to the appropriate agency.

(c) The Children's Services Section shall review the evaluation of the placement resource and make a disposition
regarding placement. The sending state shall inform the Children's Services Section of plans for the child.

(d) The Children's Services Section shall review progress reports, make appropriate suggestions, and transmit all
reports to the sending state.

(e) Upon receipt of recommendation that agency or court supervision is no longer required, the sending state must
provide written notification for termination including court order.
