SECTION .0800 - MUTUAL HOME ASSESSMENT

10A NCAC 70E .0801 PURPOSE

(@) The supervising agency shall conduct a mutual home assessment study of the foster home to determine if the
home meets the requirements for licensure and is suitable for family foster care of children needing family foster
care services or therapeutic foster care of children needing therapeutic foster care services.

(b) The supervising agency shall provide information to applicants that will make it possible for the applicants to
make a knowledgeable decision about their interest in pursuing licensure. The supervising agency shall learn enough
about the applicants to determine whether the applicants can meet the needs of children and care for children in
accordance with licensing requirements. The supervising agency shall also learn enough about the applicants to
determine the kind of child they can best serve.
