(@) A residential child-care facility shall have written policies and procedures on conducting searches of children's
rooms and possessions which shall be discussed with each child, their parents, guardian or legal custodian prior to or
upon admission.

(b) The search policies and procedures shall include:

(1) circumstances under which searches are conducted;

(2) personnel authorized to conduct searches;

3) provision for documenting searches and informing supervisory personnel of searches; and
4) provision for removing and disposing of items seized as a result of searches.
