10A NCAC 71A.0205 INITIATION OF EVALUATION

The evaluation is initiated by a visit to the adult about whom the report is made. If the adult cannot be located,
efforts to locate the adult within the 24- or 72-hour time limit, as appropriate, shall be documented in the case
record. Such efforts to locate the adult shall constitute initiation of the evaluation.
