No psychological evaluation of a minor may take place unless the minor's parent or guardian completes a consent 

form and submits the form to the psychologist at the time of a scheduled psychological evaluation. On this form, 

available from county departments of social services, the parent or guardian shall indicate that he has been fully 

apprised of the nature and scope of the evaluation.
