
10A NCAC 71R .0505 MAXIMUM INCOME LEVELS FOR SERVICES 

(a)  Sixty Percent of the Federal Poverty Guidelines. An individual whose income unit's gross monthly income is 

less than 60 percent of the Federal Poverty Guidelines as published annually in the Federal Register by the U.S. 

Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) is eligible for transportation services or the federally funded 

sterilization resource item of health support services funded under the Social Services Block Grant (Title XX) if 

available in the county in which (s)he lives. 

(b)  Eighty Percent of the Federal Poverty Guidelines. An individual whose income unit's gross monthly income is 

less than 80 percent of the Federal Poverty Guidelines is eligible for the federally funded sterilization resource item 

of health support services if available in the county in which (s)he lives and if conditions for payment as set out in 

10A NCAC 71J .0105 have been satisfied.
