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(a)  For purposes of the rules in this Subchapter, an eligibility determination means a decision pursuant to an 

application for social services which is based on information necessary to determine whether an individual meets the 

conditions of eligibility for the services requested. Conditions of eligibility include basic eligibility criteria from 

Section .0500 of this Subchapter applicable to the program or funding source under which the service is made 

available and conditions of need specified in the target population for the service requested, as set forth in this 

Chapter. 

(b)  The individual making application shall provide information which will enable the agency to reach an eligibility 

decision. Failure on the part of the individual making application to provide such information or to cooperate with 

the agency in determining eligibility are grounds for delay in processing an application and reaching an eligibility 

decision or for denial of services.
