10A NCAC 71S.0201  SERVICES SUBJECT TO CONSUMER CONTRIBUTIONS
(@ The following services, when provided by funds administered by the Division of Social Services, shall be
subject to consumer contributions:

(1) Adult Day Care;

(2) Adult Day Health;

3) Housing and Home Improvement (Renovations or Repair and Furnishings or Appliance Purchases
only);

4) In-Home Aide Services;

(5) Personal and Family Counseling;

(6) Preparation and Delivery of Meals.

(b) When any of the services specified in Paragraph (a) of this Rule are provided to adults or children as part of a
Protective Services Plan, these individuals shall be excluded from, consumer contributions, from the beginning of
the provision of services until protective services are no longer needed or for 12 months, whichever comes first.
Consumer contributions shall not apply to children in foster care, children who have been approved to receive
adoption assistance, persons receiving Work First assistance, or federally administered Supplemental Security
Income (SSI) applicants or recipients.
