APPLICATION APPROVAL

An applicant will be approved as a school maintenance electrician if he has filed a completed application on a form furnished by the Commissioner and the applicant furnishes with his application satisfactory evidence that he has complied with one of the following conditions:

(1)
The applicant has taken and passed a regular qualifying examination administered by the State Board of Examiners of Electrical Contractors; or

(2)
The applicant has qualified for and obtained a journeyman electrician's certification from a duly established city or county journeyman electrician's examining board in the State of North Carolina; or

(3)
The applicant was on May 29, 1957 (date of enactment of statute) regularly employed by a local school unit in the State of North Carolina for the purposes of installing electrical wiring or altering or adding to any existing wiring as prescribed in G.S. 115‑150.1(2) and has had at least 10 years of experience in such electrical work.
