11 NCAC 11A .0106 DEEMER CLAUSE OR DEEMER PROVISION
"A Deemer Clause" or "Deemer Provision" shall mean any clause or provision that establishes a period of time certain,
e.g., 30 days, 90 days etc., within which the Commissioner must disapprove a particular matter before him and which if

no action is taken by the Commissioner within the period of time certain, said matter before the Commissioner is deemed
approved.
