11 NCAC 11D .0111 CERTIFICATE OF INCORPORATION AND AMENDMENTS: APPROVAL

To insure compliance with the provisions of Article 26 of Chapter 58, the certificate of incorporation of a proposed
domestic title insurance company must be approved by the Commissioner before filing with the Office of the
Secretary of State.

In order that the corporate files of the Department of Insurance will properly reflect the corporate changes of a
domestic title insurance company, all amendments to the certificate of incorporation must be approved by the
Commissioner before filing with the Office of the Secretary of State.
