
11 NCAC 12 .0543 POLICIES CONTAINING A PRE-EXISTING CONDITION EXCLUSION 

All individual or franchise insurance policy forms and group certificates containing an exclusion for pre-existing 

conditions, or other language substantially similar to that set forth in form 11 NCAC 12 .0201, shall display a sticker 

or printed notice on the face of the policy and the outline of coverage. Such sticker shall be in red bold face type the 

size of which shall not be less than 14 point. The use of a rubber stamp will not satisfy this requirement. 

Laser printed policies may be excused from this red print requirement provided the notice is in bold face print. 

Companies must certify that policy forms are produced by laser print in order to exercise this excuse.
