(a)  Mutual agreement of the parties as to use or non-use of a transcript must be respected by the arbitrator. 

(b)  If the parties do not agree on a transcript, an arbitrator may permit one party to have a transcript for its own 

purposes at its own cost. The arbitrator may also make appropriate arrangements under which the other party may 

have access to a copy if a copy is provided to the arbitrator.
