13 NCAC 06 .0510 RAILWAYS

Starting a railroad car by "pinching” shall be prohibited except when a person is stationed at the brake wheel.
("Pinching" is defined as moving a railroad car with a pinchbar by placing the pinchbar between the wheel and the
railroad track and using leverage to move it forward.)
