
13 NCAC 07A .0712 NOTICE OF HEARING 

(a)  Service.  Upon request for a hearing as provided in this part, or upon his own initiative, the Commissioner shall 

serve, or cause to be served, a reasonable notice of hearing. 

(b)  Contents.  A notice of hearing served under Paragraph (a) of this Rule shall include: 

(1) the time, place and nature of the hearing; 

(2) the legal authority under which the hearing is to be held; 

(3) a specification of issues of fact and law; and 

(4) a designation of a hearing officer appointed to preside over the hearing. 

(c)  Notification.  A notice of hearing issued pursuant to Paragraph (a) of this Rule shall be served on the party applying 

for the limitation, variation, tolerance or exemption.  Notice of the hearing shall be served on the employees by posting 

such notice in each establishment in a conspicuous place where notices to employees are customarily posted.  This notice 

shall remain posted for a period of not less than five days prior to the date of the hearing.  Verification of the posting of 

this notice shall be provided to the Commissioner.
