14B NCAC 01C .0101 DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY BY THE GOVERNOR

The Governor is given the duty to formulate rules, policies or guidelines as may be necessary to establish a plan
under which temporary state law enforcement assistance will be provided to cities and counties when local law
enforcement officers refuse to fulfill their law enforcement responsibilities or submit mass resignations. The
Governor is also authorized to determine the number of officers to be assigned in a particular case, if any, and the
length of time they are to be assigned. Delegation of the authority of the Governor to any state department is
allowed. The Governor has delegated to the Secretary of the Department of Crime Control and Public Safety the
authority to establish rules, policies or guidelines and to determine the number of officers to be assigned in each
particular case and the length of time they are to be assigned.
