
14B NCAC 01C .0102 REQUIREMENTS OF REQUEST FOR ASSISTANCE 

Requests for assistance must be in writing and include the following information: 

(1) the local law enforcement agency involved; 

(2) the conduct engaged in by the local law enforcement officers, i.e. strike, slowdown, mass 

resignations, or other conduct which shows a refusal to fulfill their law enforcement 

responsibilities; 

(3) the signature(s) of the appropriate local official(s) specifying that the local governing body has 

legally approved such a request and agrees to abide by these Rules; 

(4) if the request is from a county governing board, the request must specify that the assistance was 

upon the advice of the sheriff of the county.
