
14B NCAC 11C .0406 PROGRAM EVALUATION 

(a)  All programs shall collect and submit statistical information designed to measure the program effectiveness in 

correcting the program behaviors and underlying causes of delinquency and undisciplined behavior. 

(b)  Programs must develop strategies for measuring key behavior changes for at least 12 months after termination 

of services. 

(c)  Each program shall provide an evaluation design detailing: 

(1) The expected benefits of the program; 

(2) The specific data that will document success; 

(3) A specific schedule for reporting results; and 

(4) A listing of those agencies and individuals who will receive the results.
