
14B NCAC 11D .0105 POST-RELEASE SUPERVISION 

(a)  Juvenile Court counselors shall provide post-release supervision services for any juvenile released from a youth 

development center. 

(b)  A needs assessment shall be completed by the court counselor to determine the social, medical and educational 

needs of the juvenile and make proper referrals and provide services during the post-release supervision period. 

(c)  The chief court counselor or designee shall determine the appropriate level of supervision for the juvenile and 

shall assign the case to a court counselor for supervision. 

(d)  Juvenile court counselors shall document the level of supervision in the juvenile's file.
