(@) The Department shall contract for testing services and shall provide supplies for testing juveniles for use of
alcohol and controlled substances.

(b) Alternate drug and alcohol testing services may be used for individual juveniles at the expense of the parent or
another agency if approved by the court.

(c) Other entities may be used to provide alcohol or drug testing services in a district if the chief court counselor
submits a plan to the Department insuring that testing services that are at least equal to the services provided through
the Department are readily available to the court for juveniles under the court's jurisdiction.

(d) Juvenile court counselors shall administer drug and alcohol tests only if ordered by the court.
