14B NCAC 15A .1302 COMMERCIAL TRANSPORTATION: PERMIT AND BOND REQUIRED

(a) Any person transporting spirituous liquors into and through the State shall first secure a blanket fleet permit for
the transportation of spirituous liquors signed by the Chairman or Administrator. That permit shall designate the
spirituous liquors to be shipped.

(b) Driver to Possess Permit. Any person applying for and receiving this permit shall require the driver or operator
of any truck, tractor, or trailer to have in the driver's possession a copy of all the documents required pursuant to
G.S. 18B-1115(d)(3) and (4).

(c) Commission to Provide Forms. Blank forms for the bond shall be supplied by the Commission upon request.
The bond form shall include the name of the principal, the name and address of the surety, the bond number, and an
obligation on the surety to insure the permittee's lawful transport and delivery of alcoholic beverages in the State in
the amount of one thousand dollars ($1000).

(d) A local board owning and operating trucks for the purpose of transporting spirituous liquors from a local
warehouse to the various local stores within a local ABC system shall not be required to give bond and shall be
permitted to operate its trucks without a common carrier permit.
