14B NCAC 15B .0104 NONRESIDENT PERMITTEE: RESIDENT MANAGER REQUIRED

All nonresident applicants for retail ABC permits shall appoint a resident of North Carolina as manager of the
business for which the permit is sought. In addition, the nonresident applicant shall execute a power of attorney,
appointing the resident manager as attorney-in-fact for the nonresident. The power of attorney shall be registered in
the county in which the proposed licensed business is located as provided in G.S. 47-28. A certified copy of the
duly registered power of attorney shall be submitted with the application of all persons required to file and qualify
under G.S. 18B-900(c).
